The Seghesio family's Cortina vineyard lies in the middle of the celebrated Dry Creek Valley, a sub-region
of Sonoma, California. The gravelly loam soil of this site is excellent for Zinfandel. The wine is a stunning
example of the grape variety, as well as the terroir.
